Annual Three day meet 2011
October 21st to 23rd
The clubs annual three day meet with AGM will again be held around Carrbridge area just north of Aviemore as last year and we have booked Kinveachy Lodge for accommodation on the nights of the 20th,,21st and 22nd of October this will be on a first come first served basis at a cost of £96.00 per night with a £10.00 surcharge for the dinner on the Saturday evening. Preference will be given to those booking for three nights first and please note rooms will only be held on receipt of payment to avoid problems. The AGM itself will take place in Kinveachy Lodge which is a few miles south of Carrbridge on Saturday 22nd of October at 6.00pm followed by the club dinner at 8.00pm this will be a four course set dinner, wine will be served with meal but members will need to supply own drinks for later. The Estate whose ground we will be using over the weekend were happy with the way things went last year but there were a couple of things picked up on for those staying at the lodge. Please take your boots off at the door and do not enter the house with them on and for those taking dogs do not let your dog loose unless you are prepared to pick up after it. Although most people are responsible and do clean up after their dog some don’t this is a recurring problem that has brought complaints from hotels for the last couple of years and it has to stop it is a small minority who spoil things for everyone else so please clean up after your dog or leave it at home. 
All boundaries are to be respected at all times and only the quarry agreed to, to be flown at. Under no circumstances are Black Grouse or Capercaillie to be flown at. There are Pheasants and Duck on some of the ground these would have to be paid for at cost and a game licence is still required at present. 
Correct country clothing to be worn when hunting this does not mean we have to turn up in tweeds just normal greens and browns no jeans or bright coats etc and all members will be responsible for their own health and safety and that of their guests if any. 
The Blue Hare and Grouse hawking is on upland terrain and will involve strenuous walking at times and can cover many miles a day with vehicles a long way off. 
All Ferrets used must be fitted with working locater collars at all times when out in the field as some of the ground you will be using has SSSI status etc if you turn up without collars you will not be allowed to use your Ferrets. 
The ground must be left clean and tidy when we leave, no rubbish is to be left and all animal remains are to taken away or buried without exception.

Hawking will be £70 per day for Grouse and £30 per day for Rabbit and Hare hawking the dinner on Saturday evening will be £36 per person for non- residents at the lodge.
